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Our mission is to provide short-term shelter,
transitional housing, and comprehensive
services, means and guidance to homeless

families and individuals in our community.

Emergency Shelter

Located at 95 Keith Street in Warrenton (next
to the Sheriff s Office). This is the ONLY
Emergency Shelter in Fauquier County. Staff
oversees shelter operations on a 24 hour/7 days
a week schedule. Counseling, support services,
food, clothing, child care assistance and Life
Skills classes are provided. We can accommo-
date up to 11 families and 8 single adults at any
one time. Children make up 40% of that

numbet.

Transitional Housing Program

Located in Vint Hill. This program helps
residents improve their employment and eco-
nomic circumstances. In this two year pro-
gram we offer affordable housing while provid-
ing job training, personal financial manage-
ment, and parenting skills. Applicants must
be employed full time and have minor children

living with them to qualify for this program.

Children’s Services

Upon entering either program, all parents meet
with the Case Manager to determine the educa-
tional, health, social and emotional needs of
their children. The children’s Mentor plans
and coordinates activities for the children in-
cluding tutoring and homework help. Role
playing and group discussions are also used to
help cope with the emotional issues of home-
lessness.
