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FAUQUIER FAMILY SHELTER SERVICES PROVIDE:
Emergency Shelter 
Located at 95 Keith Street in Warrenton (next to the Sheriffs’ Office).  This is the ONLY Emergency Shelter in Fauquier County.  Staff oversee shelter operations on a 24 hour/7 day per week schedule.  Counseling, support services, food, clothing, child care assistance, and Life Skills classes are provided.  We can accommodate up to eleven families and eight single adults at any one time.  Children make up 40% of that number.

Transitional Housing Program
Located in Vint Hill.  This program helps residents improve their employment and economic circumstances. In this two year program we offer affordable housing while providing: job training, personal financial management, and parenting skills.  Applicants must be employed full time and have minor children living with them to qualify for this program.
